CLASS ASSIGNMENTS

In order to prepare for class, an assignment will begiven relevant to thetopic of discussion. These
assgnments will indudesummaries of origina source readings written examples of applications
joumd annottions& summaries, and short reaction pgpers. Please adhere strictly to the page
requirements and refer to calendar for due dates.

Primary Source Summaries (3 X 20 pts each) 60 pts

Select an article, chapter from abook, etc. written by the psychologist assigned. Summarize/synthesize
thematerial and paraphrase theideas. This should be a primary source. Endless quotationsare not
bendicid. (2 pages)

Teaching/L earning Examples (2 X 20 pts each) 40 pts

For the assigned theory, provide athoroughdescription of a teachinglearning experience that directly
relates to thelearning theory espousd by thetheorist. Providea specific situaion with all connections
between the example and thetheory identified and articulated clearly. Be prepared to share this with the
class. (1 page)

Journal Summary (30 pts- paper; 10 pts- presentation) 40 pts

Select one scholarly research journal in music to review. Write a brief summary that describes the
purpose, focus, scope, quality of entries, and type of research published. Skim at least two studies from
three or more issues/volumes. This will give you an idea of the type of articles published and the
audience most likely to benefit from the journal.

Self-Classification Paper (40 pts)

After having studied the variouslearning theories, a 3-page pgoe will bewritten onyour self-
classification as a behaviorist, cognitivist, humanist and/or condrudtivist. Indudeexamples tha are
representative of your day-to-day teaching. The pgper should indudestatements of your postion,
suppoting examples, and comparison/evaluaion (both postive and negaive) of your teaching.
Subgantiate your views. Show thefoundadionsof your practice in light of the course information
covered thusfar.

Psychology Research Study Presentation (80 pts- presentation, 20 pts- handou) 100 pts

Choo= a study published in a peer-reviewed joumal. Summarize the study and report to class this
information plusits relevance and application to musc education classes. Thiswill bean overview of
theimportant points the author makes and should indudeinformation aboutthe need for the study, brief
literature review, methodobgy, results, and implications Hand in a copy of the article to me at the
beginning of theclass. Theoral skillstha will beassessed are: accuracy of information as given by
author, qudity of summary andideaflow of information, and confidence and clarity of speaking. You
will be QvarnedOat 10 minutes and stopped at 12 minutes. Power point should beused. Prepare a
handoutfor each member of theclass.

Implicationsof Gardneg@ MI Theory for Musc Education (40 pts)

Summarize chgpter onmusdcal intelligence and theimplicationstha it may hold for musc education.
First, briefly describe your undestanding of Gardner@ core abilities for music (wha undelying themes
does he stress?). Next, add your own persond reactionsto these abilities, adding or ddeting as you see
fit. Findly, condudeyour paper by commenting on what implicationsGardne'® theory holdsfor music
educationin genera (and your paticular field) in thefuture. (3-4 pages)




Musdc Test Class Presentation 80 pts

Write areport which containsthefollowinginformation (as available) for thetest you select to evaluae:
title, author, publisher, cod, equipment needed, administration time and situaion (personnéd, space,
etc.), intended audience, sample items, general description of thetotal test, purposx(s), wha the author
clamstheingrument measures, levels/subsectionsof thetest, type of recording, type of manud
available, where thetest can be obtained, and validity/reliability information. Y ou can obtain mog of
thisinformation from thetest manud. Also includetheresults of review from at least oneother source
and check the Buros Mental Measurements Y earbook for areview aswell. Findly, condudewith your
genea reaction to the measure (strengths and weaknesses) and speculate onits ussfulnessin musc
teaching and learning. (1-2 pages).

* For theclass presentation provide (a) an outlineof theaboveinformationin a
handout (b) brief examples of thetest items (if available) which you demondrate for
theclass, and, (¢) your own summary of thetest. Presentation will be 12 minutes.

RESEARCH PAPER/PROJECT

Begin thinking of a topic for a paper or project from the first day of class (See the course caenda for
the exact dae on which your topic is dug. Select atopic related to music education tha is of great
interest to you and something for which theresearch you do and find produd you create will hdpin
your musc teaching. Discuss tentative ideas with me before beginning work on thetopic. At tha time |
can also guideyou to some initia sources. See calenda for thedaetheoutlineisdue It isthe
PROCESS as well asthefind PRODUCT tha isimportant.

Thepaper isto be10-12 pagesin length, doublke-spaced, following guiddines of astyle manud (e.g.
APA). Before handing in the pgper/project, you may meet with me for content, style, grammar check,
etc. Thepape isdueontheday you give your oral.

PowerPoint Presentation: Theformal presentation of yourfina work should indudea brief handout
(i.e. outline and some appropriate references) for each class member. Presentations must be done in
PowerPoint. Your 20-minute presentation should be engaging, incorporating visuds, tapes, modding,
or whatever is appropriate. DO NOT JUST READ YOUR PAPER. Thefind exam will indude
information from the variousclass presentations
